CATALOG DESCRIPTION:

Introduction to the basics of the Spanish language with emphasis on business and
professional communication. Presentation of basic grammar, syntax and conversational
patterns. Provides realistic dialogues and situational exercises. Students are required to
work with partners in role playing situations and vocabulary drills. Short readings,
covering business and professional topics are followed by brief conversations and
guestion-answer exercise. In the majority of instances, this course will transfer only as a
general elective for the B.A. degree or for other baccalaureate degrees requiring a world
language.
