Separate application is required and is available on-line.  All application materials and testing to be completed by March 
1st. This includes fingerprinting, criminal background check and TB test.  Call ahead to NIU for paperwork 3 months 
prior to deadline 815-753-8350.  Fall start only. If IAI/AA/AS completed, plan on spending 2.5 years at NIU after IVCC.  
 
AAS ECE/Gateways 4 candidates should consider taking IAI courses as substitutions or as General Educations courses 
in the AAS degree. Suggested course includes ENG1001 & 1002, MTH1000 or 1008, PSY1000, SPH1001, Life and 
Physical sciences (7 hrs sugg), HUM/FA (6 hrs sugg). Courses not completed @IVCC can be completed @NIU in 
summers. PLA credits will be awarded for ECE courses. 2 years + summers to complete.

Toddler credential level 5, Gateways Illinois Director credential level 1, and the Developmental Therapy credential in 
Early Intervention. 
BS in Ed Studies requires a minor and has similar requirements as above, but in lieu of student teaching will have an 
internship experience. See Guide for Child/Family Studies. 
 
It is not possible to be admitted into WIU’s Early Childhood Education program directly from IVCC w/ an AA or AS, 
because students must establish a WIU GPA and take C&I110, ECH271, MATH 260, SPED 250 and IDT 278 at WIU 
prior to formal admission to Teacher Education-Early Childhood Education.  A student can choose to transfer after one 
year if seeking to graduate WIU after 4 total years of college.   A student can choose to stay 2 years at IVCC in order to 
complete the vast majority of Pre-ECE requirements, but a minimum of 5 semesters will be spent at WIU after transfer.
