Minor required (only program in state 
recognized by Nat’l Weather Service as they have a weather radar)  
(Applied)-GEG1001, MTH2001, PHY2003, this track is NOT for working with the National Weather Service but 
only in the related fields of Meteorology. 
BS requires a total of 16 hrs Natural Sciences/Math, 12 hrs Social Science, 12 hrs Humanities/Fine Arts 
#Students must take one Global Issues course or Foreign Lang of 3yrs in HS or 3 coll. sem and one Multicultural 
Studies course. Courses may double dip Gen Ed/Global or Multi/Global but NOT Gen Ed/Multi, some majors at 
WIU incorporate the Global Issues course in the lower/ upper level curriculum.
